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Over 30 Toll Gates on the Main Myanmar-China Trade Route

At least 30 toll gates are located along the main Myanmar-China trade routes, which are
negotiated, shared, and controlled by the State Security and Peace Commission (SSPC) and
various Ethnic Armed Organizations (EAOs). Trading along the Muse-Mandalay route alone
requires payment between 20 and 30 million Myanmar Kyats (200 to 300 Lakhs) in taxes.
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Data as of February 25, 2026, is part of research conducted by ISP-Myanmar's Conflict Economy Studies. It may vary from other sources
due to differences in methodology and data availability.
