Four years after Myanmar's military coup, the Karen National Union (KNU) and its armed
wing, the Karen National Liberation Army (KNLA), have established control over an
estimated 61 percent of Karen State. Their influence has also extended into parts of the

Tanintharyi and Bago Regions.

military camp saw joint operations by the
KNLA and allied People’s Defence Forces
(PDFs). Following the camp’s capture, the
KNU/KNLA now controls nearly 500 miles
(800 km) of the Myanmar-Thailand border:
over 340 miles (550 km) in the Karen

State and over 150 miles (240 km) in the
Tanintharyi Region.
