Chin Resistance Groups Control 80 Percent of Chin State
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Resistance groups now control an estimated 80 percent of the territory in Chin State,
following the advance of the Chinland Council (CC) and the Chin Brotherhood (CB),
which have captured six and eight towns, respectively. However, infighting between
factions within the two alliances has intensified since 2024, culminating in attacks on
each other's headquarters and exchanges of fire at key positions in July 2025.
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CNO/CNDF seized the Rihkhawdar Town,
controlled by CNF/CNA and CDF-Hualngoram
inJuly 2025; CNF/CNA retaliated by

briefly capturing CNO/CNDF’s headquarters.
